Their meanings,

Most of us know people inclined to make most
everything they can into a calamity. By
contrast, Christ embodies the spirit of the
French phrase, “Ce n’est pas grave.” On the
streets of France and Belgium, one routinely
hears people saying, “Ce n’est pas grave.” In
English, this means, “It's not life-threatening.
It's not that serious!”

So then, with regard to catastrophes and
calamities, there are people of at least two
“persuasions” One is the type of people
inclined to blow things out of proportion -
making mountains out of molehills, and
calamities out of life’s challenges.

Another type is the type of people who remain
calm. No matter what children of God face, we
can be at peace when we trust that God is a
very present help, a strong and steady haven.

In his work Finding My Way Home, Father Henri
Nouwen recommends, “Keep your eyes on...
the one who doesn't cling to his divine power...
See the one who touches the lame, the
crippled, and the blind; the one who speaks
words of forgiveness and encouragement; the
one who dies alone, rejected, and despised.
Keep your eyes on him who becomes poor with
the poor, weak with the weak, and who is
rejected with the rejected. That one, Jesus, is
the source of all peace... Few people are telling
us this Truth, but there is peace to be found in
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our own weakness, in
those places of our
hearts where we feel
most  broken, most
insecure, most in
agony, most afraid.
Why there? Because in our weakness our
familiar ways of manipulating our world are
being stripped away and we are forced to let go
from doing much, thinking much, and relying on
our self-sufficiency... As long as we imagine
and live as if there is no peace in sight, and that
it all depends on us to make it come about, we
are on the road to self-destruction. But when
we trust that the God of love has already given
the peace we are searching for, we will see this
peace breaking through the broken soil of our
human condition and we will be able to let it
grow...”

Diane Komp, a pediatric cancer specialist, has
written much related to the struggles of her

young patients. One of her collections is entitled
Hope Springs from Mended Places. How true!

A few short years ago, our Missouri Mid-South
Conference United Church of Christ joined together
for our Annual Gathering around the theme: Healing
Brokenness; Healing Each Other; Healing the
World. One of our leaders was a Native American
named Ray Buckley. Ray is an ordained United
Methodist pastor with a quietly inspiring soul. Ray
shares openly and freely out of the depths of his
personal life. Among other things, Ray's wife
and young child were killed in a crash with a car
driven by a drunk driver. Their tragic deaths are
a permanent scar. Yet astoundingly, Ray has
discovered blessing by coming to know the drunk
driver, befriending him and extending forgiveness to
this man.

Yes, hope springs from mended places.

This is beyond explanation. Yet this is part of God’s
Truth; and a captivating, spectacular truth it is!

As we reflect on the seeming “impossibility” of
forgiving the very person responsible for the deaths
of immediate family members, may we be filled with
all the fullness of God. This is one of the apostle’s
visions for Christ's disciples: “...so that you may be
filled with all the fullness of God.” (Ephesians 3:19)

Being so filled will lead to being calm in the face of
anything.

Being calm is a quality, a trait revealing the
exceptional Realm of God! How is it that Jesus
once described this? “The Realm of God is like a
merchant in search of fine pearls; on finding one
very precious pearl, he went and sold all that he had
and bought it.” (Matthew 13:45-46) Knowing what is
of true value enables calmness. Being calm is being
at home; being at home in your own skin; being at
home in Christ.

In her book Being Home, author Gunilla Norris
writes this:

OUTCOME OF PETITION AND NEGOTIATIONS (EXCERPTS FROM LETTER) &V
Thank you to everyone who wrote letters, signed petitions and made phone calls on behalf of

Emmaus Homes during our recent rate negotiations.

...After weeks of talks with the Department of Mental Health (DMH) and much thoughtful
consideration by our leadership and Board of Directors, Emmaus has reached a settlement for

a rate increase....

...Emmaus originally requested a rate increase totaling approximately $2.6 million from DMH to cover costs of
mandated services and to bring Emmaus’ rates in line with other organizations in the area providing similar
services. DMH offered Emmaus a $1.1 million rate increase, contingent upon certain conditions, and on June
30, after weeks of negotiations, Emmaus’ Board voted to accept the initial offer with the terms and conditions
specified by the state.

...As a condition of their rate offer, DMH required Emmaus be financially sustainable over the next several
years. Unfortunately, Emmaus is left with no alternative but to discharge a small number of our residents to
other providers and downsize our organization to remain sustainable longer term. This decision was extremely
difficult for our Board and did not come without significant discussion. Emmaus’ mission is to enhance the
guality of life for our residents and we are making every effort to ensure those residents who are affected
continue to receive quality care throughout their transition and beyond.

Emmaus is committed to providing quality services and nurturing communities for the many residents who
remain in our care. Thank you for your ongoing support of the Emmaus mission.
