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od always has been. God forever shall be.

This “eternal being” is characteristic of our
God. It is evident in the very way that God
declares God’s name: “l am.” (John 4:26; John
8:58) “l was who | was. | am who | am. | will be
who | will be.” (Exodus 3:14)

It fits that we sing in the Gloria Patri: “As it was
in the beginning, is now, and ever shall be;
world without end. Amen. Amen.”

Timeless, biblical truths, such as, “Lord, you
have been our dwelling place in all
generations...from everlasting to everlasting,
you are God” (Psalm 90:1-2) are invaluable.
Personally, | lean heavily on such promises of
God. | distinctly remember, as a boy, listening
to Harry Belafonte sing, “Jehovah! Hallelujah!
The Lord will provide.” No small wonder then
that, with all my being, | do believe, “God will
provide.”

But do we know the next phase of Israel’s
journey?

While we may know the adventures described
in the Book of Exodus like the back of our hand
(crossing the Red Sea; quail and manna; water
from the rock at Massah and Meribah; Mount
Sinai; the ark of the covenant; the tent of
meeting), we may not be familiar with the
subsequent ‘leg’ of Israel's journey. It is
recounted in the Book of Joshua. | imagine
this Scripture has much to say to us at lvy
Chapel UCC as we pray, reflect and act upon
our future together as a congregation of God.

But is that it? God takes
care of it all? Hakuna
matata. No worries. God
IS our ever-present
“crutch”? If this were true,
then we would not need
to do much. God will
provide; CASE CLOSED.
No, | don't believe that’s
all there is to it. | believe
God expects more of us.
God expects MUCH
more. God expects us to
BE and to DO and to

Consider this: According
to Joshua 5, as it turns
out, not even the “free
lunch” from heaven lasts
forever. That blessing of
God is only to tide Israel
over until they have
survived the wilderness.
Once Israel reaches the
Promised Land, free food
stops. God makes manna
rain down on the people
just long enough for them
to reach the place where

GIVE our absolute best.

The story of God’s deliverance of the Hebrews
from slavery in Egypt is well known. We know

they can do their part to

provide for themselves. God gives Israel fertile

land. Once there, the people now do the plowing,
the sowing, the reaping—everything required to
bring crops out of the ground and onto their tables.

Do you remember having someone help you learn to
ride a bike? Holding on and running alongside?
Suddenly you realize that they have let go, and,
astonishingly, you are riding a bike all by yourself!

A parent or loved one holds on to the bike until
the wobbly little rider has figured out how to pedal
and to keep their balance. Only then does the helper
let go. Usually, budding little riders don't tell the
helper to let go. Maybe they don't fully believe that
they are capable of riding. But the parent/loved
one/helper senses it. When the moment is right,
they let loose; and, with that, they give the child one
of life's best gifts—the thriling sense of
accomplishment that now you are riding! (Of
course, the truth is —the help that the helper has
given never leaves.)

Are we waiting for manna from heaven to solve our
problems? Are challenges holding us back because
we don't realize that, with God’s help, we are
capable of meeting them? God is our helper. God is
holding the bike, running alongside of us,
encouraging us. We are being given what we need
to come alive, to ride well, to be givers ourselves.
God is giving us all we need. “Lo, God’s help is with
us always, even unto the end of the age.” (Matthew
28:20) Still, God senses when to let us go, even if
we ourselves do not feel ready. It is God’s desire for
us to soar, “to ride on the wind.”

Yes, challenges will come. But none of our
challenges will be greater than our God.

Two eternal truths:
MUCH for us to do.

Ever and forever,
our helper God will be.
